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Reclamation

Reclamation is the planned process for restoring the affected land to a useful purpose while
protecting natural resources of the surrounding area.

« Reclamation Plan included in application

» Will be reclaimed to ponds and grasslands

» Land will be sloped and graded during the mining process

 Stockpiled topsoil will be used to grow vegetation
 Financial assurance is required prior to permit

iSsuance to ensure that reclamation is completed.
